Prelude (Mark 14:1-31): The plot to kill Jesus, the anointing at
Bethany (a foreshadowing of death), the Last Supper, and the
prediction of Peter's denial and Judas's betrayal.

Monday,
March 30, 2026

Agony and Arrest (Mark 14:32-52): Jesus experiences extreme
Tuesday, distress in Gethsemane, praying, "Take this cup away from me,
March 31, 2026 | but not what | will but what you will". He is betrayed by Judas with
a kiss and abandoned by his disciples.

Trials and Mocking (Mark 14:53-15:20): Jesus is interrogated by
Wednesday, the High Priest, the Council, and Pilate. He is mocked by soldiers

April 1, 2026 who clothe him in purple, place a crown of thorns on his head, and
strike him.

Crucifixion and Death (Mark 15:21-41): Jesus is crucified at
Thursday, Golgotha, likely aided by Simon of Cyrene. He dies, with his final
April 2, 2026 words in Mark being, "My God, my God, why have you forsaken
me?"

Mark 16, resurrection, the mission of the church, and the return of
Friday, Christ- The narrative concludes with his burial and the discovery
April 3, 2026 of the empty tomb, the ascension of Christ, while awaiting the
return of Christ- see the church and its mandate.
